Summer Fun Camp (entering kindergarten* through grade 5) 
* Participants MUST be 5 years old on or before May 31, 2025, and entering kindergarten to enroll. 

Registration (one-time fee): $25 per child 
Resident: $90 per week ($60 each additional child) 
Non-resident: $120 per week ($85 each additional child) 

Middle School Camp (entering grades 6-8) 
Registration (one-time fee): $25 per child 
Resident: $60 per week ($40 each additional child) 
Non-resident: $90 per week ($70 each additional child) 

 
Junior Counselor Volunteer Program (entering grades 9-12) 

Teens will learn valuable work experience and become positive role models for campers. 
They will also receive community service hours that can be used to fulfill their high school 
requirements. Registration forms are available at the Winter Park Community Center, 
once accepted into the program participants will be required to pay a $25 fee.
